Assembling the phone

1. Attach the stand, as shown below:
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2. Insert the camera, as shown below:
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3. Connect the handset and optional headset, as shown below:
Insert the handset cord with the longer straight end into the back of the phone and affix

into the channel.
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Note: The headset may be purchased separately.



4. Connect the optional USB flash drive, as shown below:

5. Connect the AC power, as shown below:
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Note: The IP phone should be used with Yealink original power adapter (12V/2A) only. The use of a third-party

power adapter may cause damage to the phone.



6. Connect to the broadband, as shown below:

You have two options for broadband connection. Select one of them based on the current

office environment.
a) Connect Ethernet connection to broadband.

b) Connect wireless connection to broadband.
1. Press Menu -> Basic -> Wi-Fi.
2. Press the On radio box in the Wi-Fi field.
The phone will automatically search for available wireless networks in your area.

5. Tap OK to connect to the wireless network.
